TRANSLATORS WANTED 
The Society is compiling a list of persons who can translate from the 
common East and West European languages. 
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For the past ten years the Jewish Genealogical Family Finder (JGFF) has 
been one of the vital resources linking Jewish genealogists throughout 
the world. The JGFF, however, lists only surnames and towns, and does 
not list individuals. The new Jewish Genealogical People Finder (JGPF), 
announced at the Third International Seminar on Jewish Genealogy, is a 
logical extension of the JGFF, and will collect and list data on 
individuals on family trees. 

Jewish genealogists from around the world will submit their computerized 
family trees on IBM-compatible 5 1/4" or 3 1/2" diskettes in GEDCOM 
format. GEDCOM is a standard file format developed by the LDS (Mormon) 
Family History Library which enables transferring of genealogical files 
between most genealogical software programs. Each entry will include the 
subject's name, sex, date and place of birth and death, father's and 
spouse(s)'s names. Updates can be submitted at any time by resubmiting 
your information with an indication that it is an update. In 
acknowledgment of the receipt of your data you will receive a computer 
printout of your entries. See the separate article in this issue for an 
account of two of our members who have submitted their family data. 

Listings will be updated periodically and distributed on microfiche to 
the Jewish Genealogical Societies around the globe. You will soon be 
able to search the complete database at our monthly meetings, looking 
for intersections with other Jewish genealogist's families. Send 
inquiries or your completed diskettes to Jewish Genealogical People 
Finder, 1485 Teaneck Road, Teaneck, NJ 01666. 

LOCAL RESEARCH SOURCES 

LITTUXB GIFT 
The University of California, Berkeley library announced the receipt of 
a $20,000 award from the Littauer Foundation which will establish the 
Lucius N. Littauer Foundation Book Fund. This fund will be used exclu- 
sively for the purchase of books and periodicals in Jewish Studies. 

The Littauer endowment adds to a previous grant from the Foundation for 
$10,000 two years ago which was used to purchase books and periodicals 
in Hebrew to supplement the Hebraic/Judaica collections. Rapid expansion 
of the Jewish Studies Program in the past two years and the prolifera- 
tion of new publications in printed and electronic formats had threat- 
ened the Library's ability to maintain a Middle East collection that 
could meet the teaching and research demands at the University. 

The new award comes at a time when significant cuts in the State budget 
threaten to slow the pace of acquisitions at The Library. The He- 
braic/Judaica collection includes more than 55,000 volumes (31,546 in 
Hebrew) and an extensive collection of periodicals, including over 100 
journals from Israel. The Littauer Book Fund will help The Library con- 
tinue to build this distinguished collection (Bene Leyere, No. 28, Au- 
tumn, 1991) 
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SHTETL ROOTS COMMITTEE REPORT 

COURIER SERVICE: We were delighted to receive a call from one of our members that 
he was on his way to a conference in Russia and would be spending a few days in 
St. Petersburg. Barry Saal said he was willing to carry the latest package of 
requests--we now have 130--and was soon on his way. The connection worked well. 
On his return, Harry said that meeting Leon Oranski and his family was the 
highlight of his trip. 

We also have a courier now traveling to Vilnius. A year ago a telephone call 
could require a day or two of perseverance. Now, we made connections by direct 
dial. Jerry Delson's cousin in Vilnius has a friend who is carrying our latest 
requests for Lithuania. If you know of other "potential couriers" for St. 
Petersburg or Vilnius, please contact Bob Weiss or Jerry Delson. 

Report from St. Petersburq: Ldon is sending Mr. Patrick Gordis copies of all 
paqes relatinq to shtetl of Mir in "Regesty 11" (the first of the two sources 
mentioned in -"~evre~ska~a ~nc~clo~edia" a;ticle). "He will see that it is 
needless to make summary of these records, but the very style and composition of 
Regesty may be of interest to him. It is difficult to say whether the second 
source can be still found in Vilnius archives. If Mr. Gordis is interested not 
only in archival records prior to 19th century, but also in historical, 
ethnographical and genealogical data on shtetl Mir from 1800 and up to now, I will 
try to collect them for him. It would be of use to know about such interests 
without delay." [Galina Baranova reports that the records on Mir are not in 
Vilnius but possibly in Byelorussia, where Mir is located.] 

Lithuanian Headstones: Atthe Seminar in New York, Jerry Delson met Yale Reisner 
and Michoel Ronn, both of whom were interested in bletkine (March and Meritz are 
alternative names). Located in southern Lithuania, it was the birthplace of 
several prominent Americans. Jerry sent Yale and Michoel photocopies of 90 
headstone photographs. The dates range from 1835 to 1929. Most are without 
family name and are in the style of only personal name and father's personal name. 
It is thus a challenge to correlate headstone information with other records. If 
some progress is made, we could have a separate publication on Merkine. If you 
have connections with Merkine and canhelp in the research, please contact us. 

Shtetl Roots in Reverse: The concept of the Shtetl Roots Project is to coordinate 
the search for information in eastern Europe. So far, our contacts have been in 
Vilnius and St. Petersburg, and with the cooperation of Nicki Russler (of 
Knoxville, Tennessee), the Suwalki area of Poland. We are looking now a 
coordinator for Byelorussia. Are you available to help coordinate requests? 

Meanwhile, we have a request from St. Petersburg. Mr. K. R. Eaymovich is looking 
for Byman family (Isadore, Gilbert and Ida), who owned "Radio Service" in Norfolk, 
Virginia and in 1948 lived at 561 Church Street, Norfolk. He is also looking for 
the Camel family. Bernard Camel, born 1902, was a pianist of reputation. Last 
known address: 15 Bay 35 Street, Brooklyn, NY. Suggestions? 

Strashun Update: Using data from the book Ir Vilna, Leon linked Trees I, 11, IV 
and VIII published in the May, 1992 ZichronNote. Yudel, top of Tree 11, is the 
son of Matys, top of Tree I. Chaim, top of Tree IV, is the son of David, No. 1 
of Tree I. Morducho, top of Tree VIII is the son of Yudel, who is at top of Tree 
11. Correction: In that Newsletter, page 3, the sentence beginning with 
"Leon..." and ending with "her husband" is to be placed after the sentence ending 
with the words " . . .  Sora Chana (Line 26)." It was Sora Chana who died March 8, 
1886. At the New York Seminar, By Strauss reported that his father, Kalman, was 
No. 173 on the list and that Strashun relatives are living in St. Petersburg. 
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U.S. RESEARCH 

The 1920 Federal Census was opened to researchers on March 2, 1992. It 
is available in the Microfilm Reading Room of the National Archives 
Building in Washington, DC, the 12 Regional Archives across the nation, 
and through the National Archives and commercial microfilm sales and 
rental programs. To protect individual privacy, personal census data ar 
restricted for 72 years. Schedules or forms from censuses of 1790 
through 1910 have been collected. The 1890 census was destroyed by fire 

The 1920 Census consists of 2076 rolls of population schedules (com- 
pleted forms) and 8585 rolls of Soundex (phonetically-coded indexes).Th, 
data elements in the schedules include: address; name; relation to head 
of the family; sex; race; age; marital status; year of immigration to 
the U.S.; whether naturalized and if so, year of naturalization; school 
attendance; literacy; birthplace of person and parents; mother tongue of 
foreign born; ability to speak English; occupation; industry and class 
of worker; home owned or rented; if owned, whether mortgaged; and for 
non-farm mortgage, market value, original mortgage, balance due, and in- 
terest rate. Unlike the 1910 schedules, those for every state and terri- 
tory in the 1920 Census are Soundexed. 

On March 2, microfilmed copies of the 1920 census will be available for 
sale from the National Archives for $23.00 per roll. For further infor- 
mation on ordering 1920 census microfilm write to the Marketing and Ful- 
fillment Branch (NEPS), National Archives, Washington, DC 20408. 

Because it is necessary to provide both the microfilm publication and 
individual roll number when ordering microfilm, researchers will find it 
helpful to obtain a copy of "The 1920 Federal Population Census Catalog" 
which includes this information, as well as the roll-by-roll lists of 
the contents of the schedules and the Soundex for each state and terri- 
tory enumerated. The 96-page catalog is available for $2.00 plus $3.00 
shipping and handling from National Archives Trust Fund (NEPS), P.O. Box 
10073, Atlanta, GA 30384. 

Additional information on the 1920 census or other holdings of the Na- 
tional Archives, as well as information on hours and reservations for 
local viewing can be obtained by calling the National Archives-Pacific 
Sierra Region, 1000 Commodore Drive, San Bruno CA 94066 415-876-9009. 

Films are also available from the American Genealogical Lending Library 
(AGLL) for $15.00 per roll, and may be borrowed for $2.75 per roll per 
month. The catalog for the 1920 census listing the contents of each roll 
in the set is available for $5.00 from AGLL, P.O. Box 244, Bountiful, UT 
84011, 801-298-5358. Our society also has a copy of the AGLL catalog on 
microfiche which may be researched at our meetings.

HARRY Y - - 

PAUL WEINBERG - ROLL YOUR 0 WN GENEBLOGY PROGRAMS 

Our February meeting presen ted  two d i f f e r i n g  approaches t o  us ing  per- 
sona l  computers i n  genealogy. Our two speakers drew on t h e i r  i n d i v i d u a l  
genea log ica l  exper iences  t o  c o n t r a s t  t h e  use of commercial genealogy 
a p p l i c a t i o n s  with t a i l o r i n g  general-purpose a p p l i c a t i o n s  t o  do an ind i -  
v i d u a l ' s  genealogy.  The t a l k s  a l s o  con t r a s t ed  DOS and Macintosh pro- 
grams. 

Harry Saa l  o u t l i n e d  how h i s  computer requirements have changed from t h e  
time he s t a r t e d  h i s  genea log ica l  research  t o  t h e  p re sen t ,  where he i s  
t r a c k i n g  a couple thousand r e l a t i v e s .  He po in ted  out  t h e  very important  
f a c t  t h a t  t h e r e  i s  no one "bes t "  computer program, and t h a t  each re-  
s ea rche r  must f i n d  t h e  o n e ( s )  t h a t  meet h i s  o r  her  persona l  o b j e c t i v e s  
and s t y l e .  Harry descr ibed  h i s  c u r r e n t  use  of two P C  commercial pro- 
grams: Roots 3, a $200 f u l l - f e a t u r e d  da tabase  manager, and Family 
Tree Maker, a $40 program which provides  be t t e r - look ing  o u t p u t s .  

Some of t h e  real-world problems t h a t  p re sen t  d i f f i c u l t i e s  f o r  commer- 
c i a l  programs inc lude :  adoptions-tracking adopt ive  and n a t u r a l  pa ren t s ;  
Hebrew d a t e s ;  marriage between cousins;  mu l t i p l e  marr iages;  unknown sex  
of c h i l d ;  m u l t i p l e  persons wi th  t h e  same name; changed names-through 
marriage o r  through t h e  cou r t ;  uncer ta in  d a t e s .  Other problems a r e  i n -  
troduced by c h a r a c t e r i s t i c s  of  t h e  program, such a s  l i m i t s  on f i e l d  
s i z e ,  number of f i e l d s ,  number of records ,  i n a b i l i t y  t o  add o r  change 
f i e l d s ,  i n a b i l i t y  t o  p o r t  f i e l d s  t o  o t h e r  programs, p r i n t o u t  t ype  and 
s i z e  l i m i t a t i o n s ,  e t c .  

Harry proceeded t o  desc r ibe  how he uses Roots 3 and Family Tree Maker 
t o  s t o r e ,  manipulate and d i s p l a y  h i s  genea log ica l  d a t a .  Attendees f o l -  
lowed by r e f e r r i n g  t o  a s e t  of sample ou tpu t s .  This f i r s t  ha l f  of t h e  
meeting ended with a d i scus s ion  of GEDCOM f i l e  t r a n s f e r  formats and t h e  
Tiny T a f e l .  

Paul  Weinberg then  descr ibed  h i s  use  of gene ra l  purpose Macintosh ap- 
p l i c a t i o n s  t o  do h i s  genealogy.  Paul uses  C l a r i s  Filemaker Pro f o r  h i s  
da tabase  management and Microsoft Excel f o r  o u t p u t .  Paul  f avo r s  t h e  
use of gene ra l  purpose database  managers f o r  t h e i r  f l e x i b i l i t y  i n  cre-  
a t i n g ,  search ing ,  and changing f i e l d s ,  and f o r  t h e i r  a b i l i t y  t o  s o r t  
and rear range  d a t a .  Drawbacks of f l a t  f i l e  da tabases ,  however a r e  t h a t  
r e l a t i o n s h i p s  a r e  d i f f i c u l t  t o  d e p i c t ,  family t r e e  p r i n t o u t s  a r e  not 
pos s ib l e ,  and GEDCOM i s  not supported.  

Paul  d i s t r i b u t e d  d e t a i l e d  step-by-step c h a r t s  i l l u s t r a t i n g  how he orga- 
n i ze s  h i s  d a t a  i n  Filemaker Pro, and then  spent  t h e  r e s t  of t h e  t ime i n  
desc r ib ing  how he uses  Microsoft  Excel spreadsheet  t o  c r e a t e  family 
t r e e s  from t h e  imported Filemaker da t a  f i l e .  

Casse t t e  record ings  of t h e s e  l e c t u r e s  and copies  of t h e  handouts a r e  
a v a i l a b l e  t o  SFBA JGS members f o r  f r e e  loan from t h e  Soc ie ty  l i b r a r y .

Our June  mee t ing  was a  p rev iew o f  a  marve lous  r e f e r e n c e  which w i l l  b e  
made a v a i l a b l e  i n  a  few months t h r o u g h  Avotaynu. T h i s  r e f e r e n c e  i s  an 
index  t o  t h e  c e n s u s  o f  t h e  J e w s  o f  A l sace  i n  1784.  The document is  n o t  
a v a i l a b l e  wide ly ,  and  a n  i n d e x  h a s  n o t  been a v a i l a b l e  u n t i l  now. Dan 
Leeson h a s  s p e n t  t h e  l a s t  s i x  months i n  i n d e x i n g  t h e  German-language 
summary o f  t h e  o r i g i n a l  h a n d w r i t t e n  census  i n  A l s a c i a n .  The f o u r  in -  
dexes  h e  c r e a t e d  are by surname, f i r s t  name, maiden name and v i l l a g e  
name, and  c o n t a i n  s i x  f ie lds  p e r  e n t r y :  f a m i l y  name, g i v e n  name, maiden 
name, v i l l a g e ,  c a p a c i t y  ( r e l a t i o n s h i p ) ,  and f a m i l y  number. A d d i t i o n a l  
i n f o r m a t i o n  i n c l u d i n g  d a t e s  o f  b i r t h  known t o  have been i n c l u d e d  i n  t h e  
o r i g i n a l  c e n s u s  i s  m i s s i n g  from t h e  German summary. Dan i s  p l a n n i n g  a 
t r i p  t o  F r a n c e  t o  t r y  t o  l o c a t e  t h e  o r i g i n a l  A l s a c i a n  l anguage  census  
r e c o r d s  f o r  t h e  a d d i t i o n a l  i n f o r m a t i o n  t h a t  may be  a v a i l a b l e  t o  make 
t h e  i n d e x  even more v a l u a b l e  t o  r e s e a r c h e r s .  

Dan s t a r t e d  h i s  t a l k  w i t h  a f a s c i n a t i n g  summary of  t h e  h i s t o r y  o f  t h e  
Jews o f  A l sace  l e a d i n g  t o  t h e  commissioning o f  a  coun t  o f  t h e  Jews wi th  
t h e  pu rpose  of  t h e i r  e x p u l s i o n  from t h e  r e g i o n .  The count  was performed 
i n  1783-4 and  w a s  summarized i n  German i n  1784 and i n  French  i n  1 7 8 5 . I t  
i n c l u d e s  o v e r  19 ,000  names o f  members o f  o v e r  3900 f a m i l y  g r o u p s .  The 
census  i s  l i k e l y  t o  be o f  v a l u e  t o  r e s e a r c h e r s  o f  t h e  names Weil ( w i t h  
a l l  o f  i t s  v a r i o u s  s p e l l i n g  v a r i a t i o n s ) ,  Dreyfuss ( w i t h  a l l  of  i t s  
v a r i o u s  fo rms  a n d  s p e l l i n g s ) ,  Hemmindinger, Lowe, Schwab, Block, 
Piccard o r  Cerf. 

The format  o f  t h e  c e n s u s  was d e s c r i b e d  and  Dan d i s c u s s e d  t h e  un ique  
l anguages  spoken i n  t h e  area ( A l s a c i a n  by t h e  g e n e r a l  p o p u l a t i o n ,  and 
Judeo-Alsacian by t h e  J e w s ) .  W e  l e a r n e d  how t o  u s e  t h e  i n d e x  by walking 
t h r o u g h  a  f e w  examples .  Dan and Rosanne answered a l l  of  o u r  q u e s t i o n s  
knowledgably w i t h  a d d i t i o n a l  g l i m p s e s  i n t o  t h e  h i s t o r y  and  f a m i l y  l i f e  
of  t h e  J e w s  o f  Alsace. 

A c a s s e t t e  r e c o r d i n g  of  t h i s  f a s c i n a t i n g  l e c t u r e  and  c o p i e s  of  t h e  
handouts  are a v a i l a b l e  t o  SFBA JGS members on free l o a n  from t h e  Soci -  
e t y  l i b r a r y .

The foUowing list has been compiled from the name index and contents of The Biographical Handbook of 
Wcers ,  Doctors, Troop-Leaders, and Former Military ~ i a l s  of Javish Origin who Actively Sewed in 
the ImperialAustmHungarian A m y  and Nay. The original work was compiled and self-published by 
Moritz F~hl ing in Vienna in the year 191 1. 

Those included in this list had finished their military careels at the time of publication and were born 
between the years 1788-1882. Provided below also is the town and land of bhth for the respective 
individuals. The lands of b i i  are coded as follows: A = Austria (Nieder-Oestemich); Boh =Bohemia; 
Buk = Bukovina; C = Croatia; Gal = Galicia; H =Hungary; I = Istria; M = Moravia; R =Romania; SB = 
Siebenbiirgen; Sil = Silesia; Sla = Slavonia; V = Venetia. It should be observed that both place names and 
surnames are as a rule in their Germanicized forms. 

In addition to the information supplied below, the biographical enhies also provide year of birth as well as 
excerpts from the military service records of the officers, doctors and officials, generally focusing upon 
education and military accomplishments. Included also is a column for commendations and medals. In 
many cases the then-&mnt residence is supplied or the date and place of death. A fmal point of interest is 
that aconsiderable number of those listed below are indicated as having dissociated themselves from their - 
Jewish identity during the course of their military careers.

To produce your newsletter you can use a word processing program 
with desktop publishing capability, like Word Perfect or Microsoft Word, 
or an inexpensive program like Newsmaster. 

In your first newsletter it is best to introduce yourself, ex- 
plaining who your direct ancestors are. Provide a short autobiography, 
describe your vocation, hobbies, etc. Include an account of the progress 
you have made so far in your research, telling what resources you have 
used, how you intend to proceed, and any problems you cannot Solve. Ask 
for inputs, and solicit copies of any documents family members might 
have which may contain important dates and places on them, such as fam- 
ily letters, birth, death and marriage certificates, naturalization pa- 
pers, passports, etc. 

Another nice feature in the newsletter is a list of upcoming 
birthdays. You'll be surprised at how many people don't know their rela- 
tives' birthdays. Include congratulations that may be in order for 
birthdays, bar or bat mitzvahs, brisses, graduations, weddings, special 
anniversaries, etc. Condolences can be put in under certain circum- 
stances. Announce family reunions in the newsletter as early as possible 
to allow members to arrange their schedules. 

Ask family members to share stories about their ancestors that you 
can put into the newsletter so that other family members might enjoy 
them. Always ask if there is someone they know who is not receiving a 
newsletter who might enjoy reading it. Then ask them to send you the ad- 
dress. This way your circulation will grow. 

Include with your first newsletter copies of family group sheets 
for that particular family, Ask that the blank spaces be completed. 
Later you may send them updated sheets showing their corrections and 
asking for any additional information they can provide. The newsletter 
can enhance your research, and you will be surprised at how many wonder- 
ful new relationships that will develop.

My f a t h e r  came t o  America i n  1920 f rom t h e  town of  Ottynia. I t  was 
i n  t h e  p r o v i n c e  o f  G a l i c i a  i n  t h e  Austro-Hungarian Empire u n t i l  t h e  end 
of  World War I ,  p a r t  o f  Poland  u n t i l  1941 and now it i s  i n  Ukra ine .  Dur- 
i n g  a  v i s i t  t o  J e r u s a l e m  i n  A p r i l ,  1991 my w i f e  and I went t o  t h e  A r -  
c h i v e s  a t  Yad Vashem t o  s e e  what t h e y  had on t h e  d e s t r u c t i o n  of  O t t y n i a ' s  
Jewish  Community d u r i n g  t h e  H o l o c a u s t .  Al though t h e r e  were Yizkor books 
and e n t r i e s  i n  t h e  E n g l i s h  v e r s i o n  of t h e  "Encyclopedia  of  Des t royed  Com- 
m u n i t i e s "  a b o u t  l a r g e r ,  nea rby  c i t i e s  l i k e  Stanislawow and Kolomyia, 
t h e r e  was n o t h i n g  on O t t y n i a .  I r e t u r n e d  t o  C a l i f o r n i a  de t e rmined  t o  
g a t h e r  i n f o r m a t i o n  a b o u t  t h e  Jewish  Community o f  O t t y n i a  t h a t  I cou ld  
p a s s  on t o  my s o n s  and o t h e r  d e s c e n d e n t s  of  O t t y n i e r  l a n d s l e i t .  

Fo l lowing  a  s u g g e s t i o n  from Bob Weiss,  P r e s i d e n t  of  t h e  San F r a n c i s c o  
Bay Area Jewish  G e n e a l o g i c a l  S o c i e t y ,  I c o n t a c t e d  Miriam Weiner,  a  c e r -  
t i f i e d  g e n e a l o g i s t  i n  N e w  J e r s e y  who s p e c i a l i z e s  i n  Jewish  Genealogy and 
Holocaus t  R e s e a r c h .

I f o l l o w e d  up on t h i s  wea l th  of  m a t e r i a l  by f i r s t  t r a n s l a t i n g  t h e  He- 
brew e n t r y  on t h e  h i s t o r y  of  t h e  Jewish  community o f  O t t y n i a  w i t h  h e l p  
from Hannah Berman o f  S t a n f o r d  u n i v e r s i t y  who i s  my Hebrew t e a c h e r  a t  
Lehrhaus J u d a i c a .  

Next I pu rchased  a  copy of  one of  t h e  "Unpublished M a t e r i a l s  of t h e  
Holocaus t  P e r i o d "  from Yad Vashem. I t  was w r i t t e n  i n  1957 i n  Ramat Gan, 
I s r a e l  by Shandla  Halpern  who had l i v e d  i n  O t t y n i a  u n t i l  1941.  A P o l i s h  
speak ing  f r i e n d  t o l d  me t h a t  it d e s c r i b e s  a  pogrom p e r p e t r a t e d  by Ukrai-  
n i a n s  i n  O t t y n i a  and M s .  H a l p e r n ' s  e x p e r i e n c e s  h i d i n g  from t h e  Nazis  dur- 
i n g  t h e  war .  

I wrote  t o  t h e  f o u r  i n d i v i d u a l s  who were d o i n g  r e s e a r c h  on a n c e s t r a l  
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r o o t s  i n  O t t y n i a .  Three  o f  them responded and one o f  them s e n t  m e  a n  au- 
d i o  t a p e  o f  h e r  80 y e a r  o l d  u n c l e  from O t t y n i a  who now l i v e s  i n  Columbus, 
Ohio.  My f a t h e r  w a s  t h r i l l e d  t o  h e a r  t h e  v o i c e  o f  one  h i s  fo rmer  schoo l -  
ma tes .  Another  one  o f  t h e  r e s p o n d e n t s  s e n t  me maps o f  t h e  area t h a t  were 
o r i g i n a l l y  p u b l i s h e d  i n  1794.  

I fee l  tiiat I have a g r e a t  s tar t  f o r  a p r o j e c t  t o  w r i t e  a book on t h e  
h i s t o r y  of  t h e  Jewish Community o f  O t t y n i a .  My g o a l  i s  t o  comple t e  t h e  
book e i g h t  y e a r s  from now t o  commemorate t h e  100 th  a n n i v e r s a r y  o f  t h e  
found ing  o f  t h e  F i r s t  O t t y n i e r  Young Men's Benevolent  S o c i e t y  i n  1900.  My 
f a t h e r  was p r e s i d e n t  o f  t h i s  Landsmanshaften s o c i e t y  from 1978 t o  1983.  I 
p l a n  t o  i n t e r v i e w  him and  o t h e r  s o c i e t y  members i n  t h e  U.S. a n d  Israel 
and a l s o  t o  v i s i t  O t t y n i a  t o  g a t h e r  a d d i t i o n a l  i n f o r m a t i o n .  

I n  t h e  F a l l  1991 ZichronNote  I n o t i c e d  t h a t  t h e  S o c i e t y  had o b t a i n e d  
c o p i e s  o f  a new s e t  o f  m i c r o f i c h e d  i n d e x e s  from t h e  A s s o c i a t i o n  of  Jewish 
G e n e a l o g i c a l  S o c i e t i e s .  One index  was e n t i t l e d  "U.S. C i t i z e n s  R e g i s t e r i n g  
a t  t h e  C o n s u l a r  P o s t  i n  J e rusa l em,  1914-1918" 

T h i s  i n d e x  was o f  immediate  i n t e r e s t  s i n c e  my f a t h e r ' s  f a m i l y  w a s  re- 
s i d i n g  i n  J e r u s a l e m  d u r i n g  t h o s e  y e a r s  and  I remembered b e i n g  t o l d  t h a t  
a l t h o u g h  f a m i l y  members were t e c h n i c a l l y  s u b j e c t s  o f  the T u r k i s h  Ottoman 
reg ime,  my g r e a t  g r a n d f a t h e r  had been a b l e  t o  "pu rchase"  American c i t i -  
z e n s h i p .  I n  f a c t ,  b e c a u s e  h e  was a n  American c i t i z e n ,  when t h e  U . S .  en- 
t e r e d  t h e  war a g a i n s t  Turkey,  h e  a n d  one o f  h i s  d a u g h t e r s  were f o r c e d  t o  
g o  t o  Damascus a s , c i v i l i a n  c a p t i v e s  where t h e y  t h e n  d i e d  o f  t y p h u s .  The 
s t o r i e s  were i n t e r e s t i n g ,  b u t  I had  no  documenta t ion  t o  s u p p o r t  them. I 
hoped t h e  c o n s u l a r  p o s t  r e c o r d s  might h o l d  some i n f o r m a t i o n  f o r  m e .  

The i n t r o d u c t i o n  t o  t h e  Index,  which may b e  of  g e n e r a l  i n t e r e s t ,  ex- 
p l a i n e d  t h e  r e c o r d s  as f o l l o w s :  

The U.S. Department of State preserves (at the National Archives) files fmm its consular posts around 
the world. One of those was located in Jerusalem before the creation of the State of Israel. This mate- 
rial reflects the consulate services to Americans visiting or living in Palestine ... 

Those registered at the Consulate were naturalized citizens who would otherwise lose their American 
citizenship i f  they stayed outside of the United States for more than five consecutive years. The re- 
quirement was based on the presumption that absent the registration, citizenship was no longer de- 
sired, or it had been fraudulently obtained for the purpose of enjoying the privileges of citizenship 
without paying taxes, voting, or living in the United States. Annual registration was required to keep 
track of individuals and the length of time that they had been out of the country. At the end of the fifth 
year of continuous residence abroad, citizens were required to complete a form stating why their citi- 
zenship should not be withdrawn. Sometimes the reasons were accepted, but sometimes they were 
rejected and citizenship retracted. 

The Index  i s  f o r  J e w i s h  r e c o r d s  o n l y  and  i s  a r r a n g e d  by surname.  I t  
a l s o  p r o v i d e s  g i v e n  names, r e s i d e n c e ,  a n d  t h e n  t h e  r e f e r e n c e  needed  t o  
r e q u e s t  c o p i e s  o f  t h e  r e g i s t r a t i o n  documents.  The r e g i s t r a t i o n s  were kep t  
i n  bound books and ,  u n f o r t u n a t e l y ,  some of  t h e  books i n  t h e  s e r i e s  a r e  
m i s s i n g .  

I n  t h e  Index  I found  t h e  names of my g r e a t  u n c l e ,  h i s  w i f e  and  c h i l -  
d r e n .  I wro te  t o  t h e  N a t i o n a l  Arch ives  and,  e i g h t  days  l a t e r ,  t h e y  s e n t  
me t h e  r emarkab le  document r ep roduced  h e r e .  
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
